HPP3  –  Data quality

· Accurate , complete & up to date

HPP4  –  Data Security and Data Retention   

· protect the health information it holds from misuse and loss & from unauthorised access, modification or disclosure. 

· must not delete health information relating to an individual, even if it is later found or claimed to be inaccurate, unless--  the deletion is permitted, authorised or required by the regulations or any other law; or If deleted must make a written note of the name of the individual to whom the health information related, the period covered by it and the date on which it was deleted & in the case of health information collected while the individual was a child, after the individual attains the age of 25 years; or in any case, more than 7 years after the last occasion on which a health service was provided to the individual by the provider-- whichever is the later. 

· If deleted must make a written note of the name of the individual to whom the health information related, the period covered by it and the date Or if transferred make written note of name/address where sent   See also 4.5 if data not needed for primary purpose any more (de-identify/destroy)

HPP5  –  Openness

· Document: policy on management of health info & steps indiv takes to access their health info & make avail to all who ask.

· Provide info to indiv who asks: if org holds info on him/her & steps to take for accessing info; also nature of info/purposes for which info used; how info collected, held, used & disclosed

HPP6  –  Access and Correction

· Must give access unless: pose threat to life/health of person in S.26; unreasonable impact on privacy of others; relates to existing legal proceedings; or subject to confidentiality under S.27 or unlawful; law enforcement

· Correction - if incorrect etc. indiv can establish this then must correct but not delete; if org not willing or etc. as per 6.6. here then must place incorrec info (6.7) on a record not generally avail to anyone inv in providing health care to indiv; corrected avail to HCP

· If corrected - (6.8) record name, date & correction; notify health prov to whom the org disclosed info before its correction; notify indiv not later than 30 day after request

· Refusal to correct -written reasons for refusal of access correction by org (6.9)

HPP7  –  Identifiers
· Can use identifiers for primary purpose

HPP8  –  Anonymity

· Can choose not to be identifie when entering transactions with org,

HPP9  –  Transborder Data Flows
· O/S Victoria if have similar to HPPs or indiv consents or if transfer  to contract tween indiv & 3rd party for indiv request or 9 e)
HPP10 – Transfer of closure of the practice of a health service provider  (
HPP11 – Making information available to another health service provider  (
If the Health Records Act 2000 – Victoria (Section 7.1) provides that if the Act is inconsistent with a provision made by or under any other act, that other provision prevails. Eg – Laws that require the mandatory reporting of a medical condition (the Health Act 1958) or release of information (the Evidence Act 1958) will continue to apply.

· HPPs apply to information collected both before and after the commencement except for:

· HPP1 Collection

· HPP3 Data Quality

· HPP6 Access and Correction

· HPP2 Use and Disclosure of information, applies to information collected before, as well as after, commencement. 
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
